In the bottle and on 
tap, this lager is smooth and easy drinking with a rich caramel character and a long flavorful finish. Its 
malty sweetness is nicely accented by a slight fruity bouquet and a mild hop flavor.  In the firkin, 
however, the lager is cask conditioned with active yeast cultures, resulting in an Oktoberfest with a very 
low level of carbonation and a heightened smoothness.  This release party is the only place where you 
will be able to try Sprecher Oktoberfest from the firkin. 
 
Sprecher is located at 701 W. Glendale Ave, Glendale.  The party starts at 5:30pm, with complimentary 
appetizers while they last.  Traditional Oktoberfest food will also be available for purchase.  Sometime 
around 7:30pm, Randy Sprecher will tap the firkin.  Cost: $5, includes appetizers, firkin Oktoberfest and 
live music.
